• SCUSD campuses are extremely unhygienic.

o Students noted that basic restroom necessities are lacking in 
quality and quantity.

o Extreme conditions noted, ex: feces on wall
o “Terrible and rancid.” - SES student 

 
• Only 11.8% of SCUSD high school students thought the bathrooms 

were of quality or high quality. 

• Over 51% of students said that bathroom cleanliness impacts their 
daily performance. 
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Youth-Led Advocacy
• Additional survey conducted among all SCUSD high schools with 

hygiene-specific questions. 

• Identified California Education Codes and Board Policy/Regulations 
surrounding campus hygiene.

• Met with Capital Projects, Facilities, and Resource Management 
Director I (Nathaniel Browning) and Assistant Superintendent of 
Facility Support Services (Chris Ralston).
